Position Summary  
Guide Dog Mobility Instructors are the professional group responsible for the delivery of Guide 

Dog services on behalf of BC & Alberta Guide Dogs. 

 

The Guide Dog Mobility Instructors fulfill a number of critical and important roles within the 

profession. They: 

• Formally train our dogs to become Guide Dogs.  

• Undertake the selection, matching and formal training of all clients with their Guide 

Dogs 

• Conduct interviews of potential clients.  Provide follow up with aftercare services for all 

of our graduates for the working life of each partnership. 

• With seniority, participate in the selection, supervision and training of new staff 

members.  This could include Apprentices, Junior Guide Dog Mobility Instructors and 

Volunteers. 

• Guide Dog Mobility Instructors as professionals, represent BC & Alberta Guide Dogs at 

public events through the presentation of speeches, papers and demonstrating the 

work of our dogs.  These activities may take place with corporations, foundations, 

community groups and service clubs.  BC & Alberta Guide Dog Instructors, on a regular 

basis, exchange professional knowledge with other professionals working in the field of 

visual impairment.
